1. Call to Order
Mr. Wilson called the meeting to order at 4:03 PM.

2. Approval of Minutes

Ms. Pritchett pointed out that Mr. Andy Koeppel's name was misspelled in the minutes. With that
correction noted, the motion to approve the minutes from the October 30, 2007 meeting carried

unanimously.

3. Public Comment Period
Ms. Padgett asked if anyone would like to make any comments. There was not.

4. Presentations
None

5. Old Business
a. Resolution supporting the adoption of the Dawson/Wooster Corridor Plan

Ms. Padgett told members the Wilmington City Council adopted the resolution recommending
that NCDOT adopt Dawson/Wooster Corridor Plan. She said there is still some public anxiety
about the barricades remaining but apparently the Department of Transportation has decided it
is not safe to take those down totally and we have developed good suggestions in the plan to

improve the corridor as soon a funding is available.

Mr. Gilbert made the motion to adopt the Dawson/Wooster Corridor Plan. Ms. Brunjes

seconded the motion and the vote carried unanimously.

6. New Business

a. Resolution supporting the creation of a Long Range Transportation Plan Citizen Advisory

Committee

Ms. Padgett told members a Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) was created in the past in

conjunction with the creation of the Long Range Transportation Plan.
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b.

Ms. Pritchett asked if the previous committee was disbanded. Ms. Padgett said yes and
explained that they are a temporary steering committee, not an on-going committee. Once the
Long Range Transportation Plan is adopted, the committee dissolves.

Mr. Kozlosky said that members of this committee will be appointed by each of the active TAC
members. The committee’s purpose is to guide the development of the Long Range
Transportation Plan. They will be guided by staff to focus directly on transportation planning
and not have other outside agendas.

Mr. Sue asked what would be different with this one from the last one we had. He told
members one of the major issues is that if you put someone on the advisory committee and ask
for their advice, and then their input is not incorporated, they get discouraged and quit attending
the meetings.

Ms. Pritchett asked if staff could advertise for applications for these appointments. She said
she is not sure if she knows someone with the expertise needed, who would be willing to serve
on the committee. She told members when setting up the Water and Sewer Authority, they
were able to get some good people who were interested, as well as qualified to help by
advertising. It would give the TAC an opportunity to find top notch people who would be willing
to help with this project. Ms. Padgett told members it was how appointments to the Bicycle and
Pedestrian Advisory Committee were made and that was also very successful.

Mr. Sue asked staff it there was money available to advertise in the area served by the MPO.
Mr. Kozlosky said yes.

Ms. Pritchett made the motion to create the Citizen Advisory Committee. Mr. Ballard seconded
the motion. The vote carried unanimously.

Resolution supporting Bicycle/Pedestrian facilities accommodations on Bridge #43 with

the U-3337 project

Mr. Kozlosky told members that NCDOT is currently in the planning and design phases for
converting a grade separated interchange at the intersection of US 74 and Old Fayetteville
Road. There are two schools facilities in the area and staff has recognized the need to have
bicycle and/or pedestrian facilities on the bridge when it is improved. It is currently in poor
condition and the deck will have to be replaced with this project. Staff is asking the Department
of Transportation to consider the installation of either sidewalks or bike lane facilities on the
bridge as well as on Old Fayetteville Road.

Mr. Sue made the motion to approve the resolution supporting the addition of bicycle and
pedestrian facilities on Bridge #43. Mr. Wallace seconded the motion and it carried
unanimously.

Resolution supporting the Town of Belville applying for an Action Plan Safe Routes to

School grant
Mr. Sue made the motion to approve the resolution supporting the Town of Belville’s application

for an Action Plan Safe Routes to School grant. Mr. Gilbert seconded the motion and it carried
unanimously.

Adoption of meeting Calendar for 2008

Mr. Sue made the motion to approve the meeting calendar for 2008. Mr. Ballard seconded the
motion and it carried unanimously.
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e. Recognition of outgoing members
Ms. Padgett thanked Ms. Brunjes for her dedication and service to the Transportation Advisory
Committee and noted it has been a pleasure to work with her for the past three years. She told
members that this was also the last meeting for Mayor Tim Fuller and she would have staff
send the Certificate of Appreciation to him.

Ms. Brunjes introduce Bill Blair, who will be taking her seat at the January meeting.

f. Resolution endorsing a modification to the 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan to
identify the US 17 Freeway Upgrade to an unfunded project
Mr. Kozlosky told members the current Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) includes the
upgrade of US 17 from Lanvale Road to Old Waterford and Ploff Road with the construction of
three interchanges as well as service roads along that corridor. Based on the states current
financial situation, as well as the development patterns along that corridor, staff feels this
project will not be constructed by the 2030 time frame. We are required to have a financially
constrained LRTP, therefore; staff is proposing to move this project to an unfunded project in
the Long Range Transportation Plan. It will not take the project off the list of projects, but it
does recognize that this project will not be funded by 2030.

Mr. Saffo made the motion to modify the 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan by moving the
project to the unfunded list. Mr. Gilbert seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

7. Discussion ltems

a. 21% Century Transportation Committee

Mr. Kozlosky told members he attended the November meeting of the 21°%' Century Transportation
Committee. As part of their goals and objectives, they plan on developing a strategy to fill the gap
for the tolling projects in the state of North Carolina. The ultimate goal is to have a financial plan
developed for the state by the 4™ quarter of 2008. The next meeting will be held January 15" in
Charlotte and the February meeting will be held in Wilmington.

Ms. Padgett said one of the concerns that is to be discussed by this committee is an interest on the
part of biggest cities to change the equity formula which will hurt those of us on the ends of the
state in the less-urbanized areas. Secretary Tippett stopped the practice and instructed those
cities to pay the money back. However; if the equity formula changes, the cities in the middle of
the state will again have precedence and we will be looking at less funding than we need again.
She told members they need to call on their legislators and make sure we are not hurt by the
proposed changes.

8. Project Updates

a. Cape Fear Historic Byway Study
Mr. Mello told members the steering committee held a tour of the corridor and had a good
turnout with many participants. Following that they held a workshop the next morning to look at
all types of streetscape amenities and lighting and also discussed general preferences for the
corridor. The plan should be completed by February or March of 2008.

b. City of Wilmington Pedestrian Plan
Mr. Mello told members staff selected Toole Design Group to complete the citywide Pedestrian
Plan. They will be looking at city-wide pedestrian elements throughout the City of Wilmington.
Staff anticipates completion of the plan in September 2008.

c. Dow Road Widening
Mr. Kozlosky told member staff interviewed six consultations to complete the corridor study and
selected Wilbur Smith and Associates. They are in the process of developing a scope and
schedule for the project.

d. WAVE Satellite Station Site Evaluation Study
Mr. Mello told members that staff is working with WAVE to identify three satellite transfer station
locations. The locations identified are Independence Boulevard intersection at the Mall,
Mayfaire near Eastwood and Military Cutoff, as well as Monkey Junction near the Wal-Mart
area. Staff anticipates having the final report in February of 2008.

e. US 17 Corridor Study
Mr. Kozlosky told member two months ago this board endorsed a resolution supporting the
development of a unified ordinance to promote interconnectivity and improve mobility along the
Market Street corridor from Colonial Drive out to the Pender County line. He told members staff
met with Mr. Wilson, officials from the Department of Transportation. They are proposing to do
an Interagency Agreement between the City, County and MPO. The goal is to look at
promoting interconnectivity and mobility along the Market Street corridor. They will be
developing a scope in the next two months.

MAP FOR INDEPENDENCE BOULEVARD EXTENSION

WHEREAS, the Wilmington Urban Area Metropolitan Planning Organization provides transportation
planning services for the City of Wilmington, Town of Carolina Beach, Town of Kure Beach, Town of
Wrightsville Beach, Town of Belville, Town of Leland, Town of Navassa, New Hanover County, Bruns-
wick County, Pender County, Cape Fear Public Transportation Authority and the NC Board of Transpor-
tation, and

WHEREAS, a 2002 feasibility study completed by the North Carolina Department of Transportation
evaluated a 4 and 6-lane median divided curb and gutter section from Randall Parkway to the Martin Lu-
ther King Jr. Parkway; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the project is to improve north-south access in Wilmington and provide in-
ter-modal access to various facilities in and around Wilmington; and

WHEREAS, Independence Boulevard is designated as a major thoroughfare on the Greater Wilmington
Urban Area Thoroughfare Plan and current carries approximately 30,000 vehicles per day between Covil
Avenue and Malpass Avenue; and

WHEREAS, as development continues to occur within the City of Wilmington, the need to preserve a
future corridor for this regional transportation project has become more evident; and

WHEREAS, the Wilmington Metropolitan Planning Organization recognizes the need to preserve trans-
portation corridors and has supported the filing of transportation official corridor maps for the Cape Fear
Skyway and Military Cutoff Extension.

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved that the Wilmington Metropolitan Planning Organization’s Trans-
portation Advisory Committee recognizes the need to file transportation official corridor maps and would
support the City filing a transportation corridor official map to preserve the future corridor for Independ-
ence Boulevard Extension.

Military Cutoff Road Extension (U-4751) and Hampstead Bypass (R-3300): extending
Military Cutoff Road from Market Street to the Wilmington Bypass, with an interchange at the
Bypass. NCDOT and the merger team are scheduled to have selected a preferred alternative by
Spring 2009 and complete the final environmental impact statement by fall 2009. Right of way
is scheduled for 2012.

R-3601 US 17/74/76: Widening across the “causeway”, between Leland and Wilmington. Just
beginning the planning process.
